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For the operation of IR drying of free flowing substances it is very important that the sold bulks are not irradiated too excessively. This is possible using a rotary drum with fixed screw interior which causes so-called “drag streaming”, by which the solid bulk is spun and turned. Moreover, it continuously reenters the stream, yielding potential excess energy to surrounding particles. The rotating drum assures a consistent mixing as the solid bulk repeats this process over and over. 
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The process specifications inside the rotary drum can be reproduced exactly via the dosage of material, the rotational frequency, and the IR intensity. Currently, Infrared rotary drums are being offered for large throughput quantities. Units for smaller quantities using advanced drum technology are currently being developed.
